The Eurocities Academy is launching the second edition of its UDT training, co-developed with (and hosted by) the Barcelona Supercomputing Center. It aims to support city professionals of a broad range of backgrounds in:
· Understanding the practical uses of digital twins.
· Assessing when and how to invest in them.
· Overcoming internal barriers like fragmented data or limited political buy-in.
· Designing digital twin projects that are technically feasible and policy-relevant.
Whether your city is just beginning its UDT journey or looking to scale up a pilot, this hands-on training will help you shape a UDT approach that aligns with your institutional capacities, data maturity, and urban priorities. It also gives you the opportunity to exchange experiences and best practices with colleagues from across Europe.
