· Updates on ongoing and upcoming Living-in.EU projects - Speakers provided a glimpse into the future initiatives that promise transformative changes in various sectors. 
· Interoperable Europe Act for digital government transformation - Outlining strategies for digital government transformation through interoperability, aligning with the initiative's goals for seamless integration across diverse systems and platforms. 
· Pre-standardisation roadmap for the CitiVerse - Paving the way for future standards and protocols, ensuring a cohesive and standardized approach in urban development.
